	Democracy
	· Elected school council 
· School council votes for the charities that the school will support and for school projects.
· Democracy promoted through PSHE lessons and assemblies
· Discussion of politics during times of election
· Talk charters promotes debating and public speaking skills and supports the right for the children to express their views. Some children have had the opportunity to participate in public speaking engagements.
· Regular pupil voice opportunities allow for children to have their opinions listened to- children provide their opinion on key school issues. Children are encouraged to contribute to Rejoice presentations. 
· Established monitoring roles for children, e.g. class monitors, lunch trolley monitors, looking after younger pupils
· Opportunities to vote in class time e.g for what book to read as a class.

	Rule of law
	· High expectations of behaviour set out in the behaviour policy (created with input from all stakeholders)
· Faith ID promotes our expectations of behaviour.
· Class rules, talk charters and PATHS on display in all classrooms - created at the beginning of the year with input from all children in the class
· In line with the behaviour policy- children receive praise notes for demonstrating excellent behaviour and there are clear consequences to inappropriate behaviour. Red and Green triangles are used in all classrooms and achievement is celebrated in weekly Rejoice gatherings.
· Local PSCO visits school to discuss key issues such as e-safety, keeping safe and the role of the police
· Collective Worship and PSHE times are used to develop a strong sense of morality
· Children have the opportunity to learn about the role of the monarchy and of previous monarchies
· Through PSHE curriculum and Collective Worship, the children learn about health and safety laws, including e-safety laws and specific acts such as the The Equality Act.
· Year 6 visit the Houses of Parliament.

	Individual liberty
	· In PHSE, children learn about the UN Convention of the Rights of the child.  These are also conveyed through some Collective Worships. 
· A wide range of enrichment activities are available to all children, which enables them to develop their individual talents and interests
· The restorative approach we take is built on the principle that the children have a right to express their opinions and be listened to.  PSHE sessions support them to understand how to respect this right
· Through PATHS lessons children can develop their self-knowledge, self-esteem and self-confidence
· There is a strong anti-bullying culture- children know the process for reporting any concerns they have, knowing they will be treated seriously 
· PSHE lessons, Rejoice presentations, WOW days and Collective Worships encourage children to challenge stereotypes

	Mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs
	· Our school vision coveys our message of everybody’s value in the school community and the wider world.
· Children celebrate differences and similarities through cultural events and WOW days as well as though the curriculum.

·  Trips to places of worship, as well as visits from various religious leaders
· RE curriculum enables teaching about different beliefs and cultures- children encouraged to notice similarities and differences between religions

· PSHE and RE curriculum develops children’s respect for one another and celebrates differences
· Children are encouraged and given the opportunity to share their faiths and celebrations with their class and sometimes with the whole school community.
